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! Since my family joined this wonderful parish 
family of  St. JoeÕs 20 years ago, I have felt that 
warmth that only a small parish can have.  We may 
not have the biggest and best of  everything like some 
parishes in our diocese, but we have big hearts and a willingness to give to 
others that I think is larger than life.  So many things about our parish make 
me proud to say I am a member.  As we grow in numbers with the expansion 
of  the northwest side of  Columbus, I hope with all of  my heart that we donÕt 
lose these small-town qualities.
! I grew up in a very large parish never feeling very warmly about my time 
there.  It seemed to me that some people were just doing their time at Mass 
and leaving right after communion or before the priest processed out of  the 
church.  Even as a kid, something about that seemed wrong, in a lack-of-
respect sort of  way.  Mass is traditionally just one hour long.  I often wondered 
why those parishioners couldnÕt stay those extra couple of  minutes.  Sure, I 
realize there are occasions when leaving early cannot be avoided, but it was 
the same people who left early every week.
! While I am pleased that we are welcoming new members to St. Joseph, I 
notice more people doing the Òleave church earlyÓ shufße.  Please, oh please, 
donÕt let us become that parish I grew up in.  I feel a sense of  melancholy 
when I see this happening as though the old St. JoeÕs is slowly ßying out the 
window.  If  you think of  all of  the hours in a week, one hour in church is a 
drop in the bucket.  Think about giving God your full hour.
