We just returned from a 5000+ mile
odyssey to the southwestern states. The day
we left, I attended my regular adoration
hour from 6-7 AM, asked the Lord for
protection, and Father Pat asked St. Brendan
the Navigator to guide us.

There were some anxious moments, like the 60 MPH crosswinds in
New Mexico, a sandstorm in Arizona, and dense fog in Kansas. It
wasn’t until we crossed Red Mountain Pass in southwest Colorado that
we really needed HIS guidance. The mountain road was narrow,
winding with NO guardrails.

Anxious, we were okay until we ran into ice at 11,000 feet. We
couldn’t turn around or back down: we had no choice but to go ahead.
As we neared the top of the mountain, a truck was stopped ahead of us,
and we had to wait for an oncoming car to pass.

Looking outside, it was straight down, and we were scared. We were
on ice! We prayed and St. Brendan navigated us through it.
