" The purpose of  the study was to assess the parish’s interest in moving 
forward and continuing with the next phase of  “Building Together: The 
Future of  Saint Joseph Church Master Plan.” The study clearly pointed 
toward building a new church as phase two of  our development.
! 126 people responded from the parish. 30 attended the personal 
interviews and 96 mailed in the surveys. Your responses are most highly 
valued. I will share thoughts on some of  them in the future.
! The overall study shows that 51% of  the respondents have a favorable 
reaction to the case statement. 54% of  the respondents agreed that the 
case statement reflected the most pressing needs of  the parish.  80% of  
the respondents agreed that they would assist the campaign as a 
financial contributor.
! The recommendation that we consider a million dollar capital 
campaign to build a new church came with several qualifications:

a. Concern about paying off  the debt on the Parish Activity 
Center

b. Financial fatigue after a five-year capital campaign that has 
already raised about $900,000

! We will form a Leadership Team to consider the matter.  I will try to 
keep everyone posted about the discussion through weekly comments in 
the bulletin.! ! ! ! ! ! !
